The 2006 BCIS Autumn meeting will be held on Friday 15th September in the Midland Hotel, Manchester.  

As during previous years, the meeting will focus on clinical aspects of interventional cardiology, and an interesting programme of presentations, case reviews and debates, with ample time for discussion, has been compiled by our Manchester hosts for the education and entertainment of their BCIS colleagues. 

As in previous years, early registration is advised. 

You are also invited to the drinks reception and dinner, which takes place on the evening of Thursday 14th September.    Registration for drinks reception and dinner, as well as for the conference, must be made in advance, using the enclosed registration form. 

Attendance at the BCIS Autumn Meeting is free of charge to all BCIS members, however a nominal charge is made towards the Thursday evening social event, for those who wish to attend.   A BCIS membership application form is attached for anyone wishing to attend the Autumn Meeting, but who is not yet a member.  Please note that the deadline for membership application, to qualify for attendance at the 2006 Autumn meeting, is 15th August, 2006.

Manchester – the City itself   Manchester is a relatively new city; born of the Industrial Revolution, it took the lead in the world's textile manufacture and production, a position it held until the 1960s. This and other associated trades, created a vibrant dynamic city. It is one of the largest metropolitan conurbations in the United Kingdom, proud of its history and heritage, its culture and its entrepreneurial spirit. In more recent times, it has had to reconfigure its traditional manufacturing base to develop thriving new technologies.
In the 1970s, Greater Manchester was born - a still controversial grouping of 8 towns and 2 cities, which were subsumed into one large administrative conurbation, the Metropolian County of Greater Manchester. The county still produces more than half of Britain's manufactured goods and consumables. 
Manchester is an international centre. More than 90 world airlines fly into Manchester Airport from 165 destinations world wide.    The Metropolitan County of Greater Manchester has the most extensive motorway network in the United Kingdom. It is accessible by road, rail and air. Manchester is 2½ hours from London by Intercity trains, of which there are on average 17 departures every day. The city has the UK's first modern street operating rail system - Metrolink - which other UK cities are eager to emulate. 
It is cosmopolitan - it offers more than 30 styles of foreign cuisine, with distinctive Chinese and Asian areas of speciality.   It has 80 golf courses, more theatres than any other city outside London, two Premier League football teams, two major television companies, three Universities, two symphony orchestras, and many small chamber ensembles. It leads the field in music. Since the mid-1980s, Manchester popular music has dominated music charts.  

The City also has many fine listed buildings. Within the greater region are 170 tourist attractions including some 34 historic houses, country parks, moors, plains, hills and 8 theme parks all within an hour's drive away. For people in the locality, Manchester is a place to live - for some it is a place to do business - and for others it is increasingly becoming a place to visit as a Tourist

Conference Venue:   The meeting, drinks and dinner will be held at the Midland Hotel.  This is located in Peter Street in the centre of Manchester, just a few minutes walk from the G-Mex Centre, a selection of hotels and major shopping areas. Inextricably linked to the success and growth of Manchester, The Midland has witnessed some of the greatest meetings of the 20th Century, notably that of Charles Stewart Rolls and Frederick Henry Royce leading to the creation of Rolls Royce Limited.  The Midland has benefited from a recent £12 million upgrade.

Parking: The hotel does not have its own car park but offers parking for residents and 24-hour conference delegate in the underground G-MEX car park. The entrance to this car park can be found on lower Moseley Street.  Guests can either park directly, or use the hotel valet service.

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Accommodation:    Accommodation has been reserved in the Midland Hotel, and should be booked directly, using the enclosed form.  Single room bed and breakfast accommodation is available at £130.00 per night, with a supplement of £15.00 for double occupancy.  Hotel details and a map can be found via the website:  www.themidlandhotel.co.uk  Each of the rooms has high speed Internet access, air conditioning and direct dial telephone with voice mail. There are designated non-smoking and disabled rooms available. The hotel features an extensive leisure club with a heated swimming pool, sauna and fully equipped gymnasium that is complimentary to hotel residents. 

Additional accommodation is available at the nearby Jury’s Doyle Hotel, and The Princess on Portland Hotel, which offer rooms across a wide price range.  When booking with any of these three hotels, please be sure to quote the reference codes listed on the accommodation form to obtain the agreed room rate.   Please note that accommodation must be reserved by 15th August, after which any unallocated rooms will be released by the hotels.

In addition to reserving hotel accommodation, please do ensure that you book your place at the conference, and dinner if required, using the enclosed registration form.

Location:   Manchester is easily reached by road, rail and air.  It commands an excellent geographical position with transport links close to hand. Motorways, rail and air connections offer superb links to and from surrounding cities, counties and the wider region.  While in Manchester, a comprehensive transport network makes getting around easy. | | |
Road    Manchester serves as a hub to much of the UK’s motorway network. Via the M60, motorway links for the north, south, east, and west lie within minutes of the city centre. Once in Manchester there is ample parking , so you can leave the car and explore the city.

From the South:  Exit junction 19 of the M6 and follow signs to the M56. The M56 becomes the A5103. Follow city centre signs. At the end of the road, go straight over the roundabout, following signs for the G-MEX/ Bridgewater Hall onto Medlock Street. Follow through the lights onto Lower Moseley Street. Pass the Bridgewater Hall on your right and the hotel is facing you.
From the North: From the M6, join the M61 at Preston. At the end of the M61, the motorway leads onto the M60, follow signs for M60 South and West towards The Trafford Centre. Continue onto the M602 and follow signs for the city centre and G-MEX centre onto the A57. Turn left into Water Street and then left onto the A56 Deansgate, then turn right on to Peter Street, The Midland is on the right-hand about 300 metres down.

Air:  Manchester International Airport is located 15Km from the City Centre.  It handles 22 million passengers a year traveling to over 200 destinations. These international flights, provided by the major airlines such as British Airways, are matched by excellent national and local links. Manchester Airport's The Station, operated by First TransPennine Express, is a unique transport interchange combining bus, coach and train services all under one roof.

Rail  If you prefer rail travel, Piccadilly Railway Station is located 2Km from the Midland Hotel and offers a stylish first view of Manchester.   The city centre is also served by stations Victoria, Deansgate and Oxford Road. Virgin Trains travel to and from London every thirty minutes, with a remarkable journey time of two hours and six minutes. First Transpennine Express and Northern Rail provide an extensive service covering the entire north of England. 
Bus, Coach, Tram   The region is served by friendly and frequent bus services , regional light rail connections and Metrolink trams . GMPTE (Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive) can provide advice on special travel offers and ticket information as well as everything you need to know about traveling around the city and wider region.
Taxis & Cab Hire  Black cabs are widely available at the stations and within the City Centre, and may be flagged down in the street.   With regard to mini cabs, please note that the term "Private Hire" indicates that such taxis are not public taxis, like the familiar black cab, and as such they may not be stopped in the street, nor may they legally pick up passengers ad hoc. Private Hire taxis may only collect and deliver to pre-arranged venues and destinations which are made in advance by telephone.
